Asaresultofthepreviouscall7 projects on Capacity Building in Higher Education (CBHE) with the participation of HEIs of Uzbekistan were selected, including 3 national projects, 3 cross-regional projects and 1 project in partnership with the Central Asian countries.22 HEIs will be involved in 7 new projects for Uzbekistan, including 6 HEIs from Tashkent and 16 HEIs from 10 country regions and Karakalpakhstan, as well as 23 HEIs from 15 EU Member States.The Ministry of Higher and Secondary Specialized Education will be involved in 3 new projects.
For the first timea long-term partnership with the EUuniversities will be established by Gulistan State University, Samarkand branch of Tashkent University of Information Technologies, Navoi State Pedagogical Institute and Nukus State Pedagogical Institute. Two new projects will allowthe cooperation with HEIs of Nepal and Mongolia. 
AccordingtotheresultsoftheSecond Call on Credit Mobility, in total 242 representativesof 38HEIs of thecountrywilltravelto 45 Europeanuniversitiesfortrainingaswellas 93 teachersanddoctoralcandidatesfromEuropewillvisitUzbekistan. 
AsaresultofthepreviousJean Monnet Call, the new project was selected for funding for the University of World Economy and Diplomacy. The Jean Monnet Chair in EU Law and Politics will be established under the leadership of the Professor KhaydaraliYunusov, and the new interdisciplinary course for master programme will be developed.


	On-going Tempus andErasmus+ activities in Uzbekistan 

	The implementation of the fourth last stage of Tempus IV programme(2007-2013)
and the beginning of the Erasmus+ programme(2014-2020) coincided with a period of fundamental changes in the system of higher education, reforms in postgraduate education, university science and the system of continuous professional development of university academic staff.
The Tempus and Erasmus+ programmes have promptly responded to the above decisions by duly updating its priority areas and financing projects that were in line with the targets set for the higher education sector by the government
Multilateral cooperation opportunities with the European universities have contributed to an advanced training of academic staff as well as the development and purchasing modern textbooks, strengthening the technical facilities and resources of universities by equipping with modern educational and laboratory equipment. 
10 Joint Projects of Tempus programme and 18 Erasmus+ projects, including 7 new projects that started on October 15, 2016 are currently being implemented involving 49 local universities.

The mobility of students and teachers from Uzbekistan to the European universities, as well as the European teachers to the universities of Uzbekistanwith the purpose of conducting lectures and seminars is well under way in the framework  of 80 credit mobility projects that involved 56 HEIs of Uzbekistan.
